Dr. Seuss’ Birthday and Read Across America


 Teachers! Let’s Celebrate Reading
Theme this year is “It’s a Seuss-abration in the Jungle with Horton”
“A persons a person no matter how small”
Anytime this week: Ask visitors to come in and read to your class. You might ask “our” heroes, the nurse, counselor, principal, lunchroom worker, secretary, parent, grandparent, another teacher (they love seeing their “old” teachers), your husband/wife, a community leader, etc… anyone you can think of! Dr. Seuss books will be reserved for teacher checkout on the shelf on the right as you walk in the door.  (Everyone needs their own copy of The Cat in the Hat and Horton Hears a Who, if possible). There are also several Dr. Seuss videos in the library for check out or viewing on closed circuit. You were given a packet of worksheets last year. If you cannot find them let me know and I will be glad to get you another copy. New teachers will be given a set. Check your email for some related to Horton. Here are some events for the week. Please feel free to modify or tweek them to fit your classroom.
Optional: Decorate your door or a bulletin board for Dr. Seuss Week.

Daily Events 

This week: Send student letter home. Attire for Monday is Horton Gray, wear something gray that day. Download the file I emailed you and print out materials that you need.
Monday: Who Day.

Who are we dressed like? Horton, that’s who! 
Who was Dr. Seuss? Read the biography about Dr. Seuss to your students. You might want to make older students their own copy.
Read the story Horton Hears a Who. (I have a simple video of this. This movie is coming out soon, rated G!). Go to the NEA website and download the free video. Lower grades, you might want to make Horton Ears for the students to wear.
Tomorrow: Remind students to dress like someone tomorrow (sister, brother, best friend, whole class wear a red shirt etc…Teachers can dress alike too!). (Same shirt, same color etc…) We’ll take pictures each day!
Tuesday: Twin Day
Thing 1 and Thing 2 look to be twins. Students will dress to match someone today. Write a rhyming poem.
Read Wacky Wednesday before tomorrow! Or watch the video I have made of this book. It will run every hour starting at 8:30. Let me know if you need a time in-between and we will work it out.
Tomorrow: Remind students about dressing for Wacky Wednesday 
Wednesday: Wacky Wednesday! 
Students dress Wacky! Teachers can too if they want to! Have some wacky things happening in your classroom for them to notice. (upside down chair, words written in reverse etc…) Read a Dr. Seuss book.
For tomorrow: Teachers if you would like to dress like “The Cat in the Hat” it is very simple. Wear black pants, a white shirt, a black jacket or sweater, and a red bow along with your stovepipe hat. Use wide ribbon or a piece of felt to make a bow. I have a pattern in the library. (Totally voluntary) Students wear their Cat in the Hat, hats.
Thursday: Cat in the Hat Day
Teachers dress like The Cat in the Hat (optional of course) Have your students count the Cats during the day. Students wear their hats! 

Lunch is Green Eggs and Ham. You could read this book.
Read The Cat in the Hat or The Cat in the Hat Comes Back or another Dr. Seuss book and choose an activity to go along with it. 
Use the worksheet in the kit I emailed to compare Horton and The Cat. 

Discuss how Dr. Seuss wrote in rhyme. Most people think writing like Dr. Seuss is easy. Ask the students to write their own Dr. Seuss style story. Dr. Seuss used 220 out of the 250 words he was given to write this book. Give your students (X) amount of words and ask them to write their own story.  Title could be: _____ in the  _______, example: Kitten in the Mitten. Let them come up with their own. 


Thursday Night: Cat in the Hat Birthday Party Tonight! Everyone wear their hat to the party. 
Friday: News broadcast with special announcers. Video of the past week. (If I can get it together!)
